Pledges and monies are due by December 1, 2010.  Members that do not submit by the
        Deadline will not be in good standing and will not be eligible to compete in the next
        Rodeo.  You will continue to be ineligible until the sponsor money has been submitted.  In
        Addition, if the sponsor money is not submitted by December 1 deadline, a $50
        Assessment fee will be due in order to be considered a contestant member in good
        Standing and eligible to compete in the next rodeo.
Although the sponsor money is used for financial support of our organization, the
        Majority of this money is used for our district’s year-end awards program.  The awards
        Are presented after the final rodeo of the season.  The total year-end award expense in the
        Past has ranged from $15,000 to $20,000.  This includes:
Two All-Around saddles to the top boy and girl (approximately $1,100 each)
Buckles to 1st place event winners (12 events)
Awards to individual events
Awards to Rookie per event and All-Around Rookie (boy & girl)
Participation awards to our contestants completing the year in good standing.
 
If excess monies are available, other awards may include:  financial awards to state and
        National contestants, depending on the success of annual fundraising activities and
        Discretion of the association members.
